6. Definition of Ink Aware

· Integrates SmartBoard software with many types of applications, including Microsoft Word, Excel, PowerPoint.  When you use an application that is ink aware, whatever you write or draw on your interactive whiteboard becomes embedded in the file

i. Can insert your drawings or writing as an image directly into document

ii. Convert writing to typed text; text will appear at the cursor point and in the color the words were written in

· Open MS Word

i. Type something (“The capital of Oregon is “)

ii. Write something (“Salem”)

iii. Press the Insert as Text button (plus sign and N; under File menu)

iv. Save document in Word
