Boolean Searching

Boolean logic uses three primary operators: AND, OR, NOT.

· Using the word AND narrows the results.

· Using OR broadens the results.

· The word NOT narrows the results by eliminating terms.

Let’s practice some searches using AND, OR, and NOT.  Using two keywords from your keyword worksheet and Electric Library, experiment with how using AND, OR, and NOT changes the results of your search.
