The 5 Ws of Website Evaluation

Who  - Who created it? Is he/she an expert?  Is information about his/her qualifications included?  Can you contact the author?  

What – Does the site have what you are looking for?  Is the information too difficult, too easy, or about right?  Is it supported by other sources you’ve seen?  Is the site easy to use? 
When – Can you tell when it was created?  When it was last updated?  Is current information important for your topic? 

Where – Where does the information come from? Is the author an individual, a company, the government?  Does the author give credit to his/her own sources?

Why – Why was the website created? To convince you to support a position?  To sell you something?  To share information or educate?  
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
