Setting Up the SmartBoard
You will need: 

· SmartBoard

· 2 SmartBoard cables

· Long cable with a small black attachment on one end and a large black wasp-waisted attachment at the other (labeled Cable 1 on diagram)

· 3 ended keyboard adapter cable (two round ends and one single prong end)

· SmartBoard pens, eraser, and eraser tray (in light green lunch bag)

· Computer with SmartBoard software installed 

· tech will install – put it on the help desk
· LCD projector

· 3 projector cables

· Black USB cable with black attachment on one end and smaller blue attachment on the other 

· Power cord

· Audio cable (single small prong on each end) – only needed if you want to use sound

· If using a laptop computer, you will also need:

· Laptop power cord

· Blue network cable

· Tan USB adapter for SmartBoard’s keyboard cable

Set Up
1. Start with computer turned off
2. Connect SmartBoard to the computer 

· Attach small black end of long black SmartBoard cable (labeled Cable 1 on diagram) to the port under the right hand side of the SmartBoard tool tray.  

· Attach large, wasp-waisted end of Cable 1 to the teal colored port on the back of the computer (labeled |o|o| ) 
· Place eraser tray, eraser, and light pens on the SmartBoard tool tray.

· Connect keyboard adapter cable (see diagram Step 6)

i. Plug the small prong end of keyboard adapter cable (see diagram) into the wasp-waisted end of Cable 1.  

ii. Plug one round end of keyboard adapter into the purple keyboard port on the back of the computer.  

iii. Attach other round end of keyboard adapter to the keyboard cord
· If using a laptop:

· Plug power cable into the wall

· Plug blue network cable into wall jack

· Plug round end of tan USB adapter cable into one round end of the keyboard adapter cable

· Plug the flat end of USB adapter into the USB slot on back of the laptop (This is different because the laptop has no external keyboard…)

3. Connect the LCD projector

· Plug in the projector power cord

· Attach the black end of the projector cable to the slot on the back of the projector

· Attach the blue end of the projector cable into the blue port on the back of the computer

· Plug the flat USB end of projector cable into the USB slot on the back of the computer

4. Turn the computer on.  You should see the desktop appear on the SmartBoard and the computer screen will be black.  This is normal!
· If using a laptop:

· Press fn (next to Ctrl on left side of keyboard) and F8 (very top row of function keys) simultaneously to make the desktop appear on the SmartBoard

5. Double click the SmartBoard Tools icon on the desktop to open the pop-up menu
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6. Click the Orient button on the pop-up menu (lower right corner of desktop)

7. You should see the Orientation screen on the SmartBoard
· Tap the SmartBoard with your finger on each target as it is appears

· If you move the SmartBoard, you will have to re-orient
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8. You can now use your finger on the SmartBoard, the trackpad on a laptop, or the mouse on a desktop to navigate (double click, drag and drop, etc.).  

9. You can now use the light pens to write or draw on the SmartBoard.  Rub the eraser on the screen to erase.  (
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10. Use the SmartBoard pop-up menu to explore different features!
To Use Sound with the SmartBoard
1. Plug projector’s audio cable (two small prong ends) into the back of the projector and into the computer (side of laptop, back of desktop)
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
